2nd INTERNATIONAL  CONGRESS ON RARE NEUROGENETIC DISEASES  

“The medical research and the care of patients” 25th – 26th – 27th September - Hotel Mercure Astoria - Reggio Emilia 

The 2nd International Congress on rare neurogenetic diseases, organised by the International Association Ring14,  was carried on the  25th – 26th  and 27th September 2008, at Hotel Mercure Astoria of Reggio Emilia. More than 150 participants among doctors, researchers and specialists and more than 20 families with their children coming from all over the world confronted on the last developments of the scientific research fighting  the rare genetic diseases relating to chromosome 14 (deletions, duplications, translocations).

Developments in medical neurogenetic field and modalities of therapeutic behaviour approach of children suffering chromosomic anomalies were the center of the debates held during   the 2nd International Congress on Rare Genetic Diseases organised by the  Onlus International Associations  Ring 14.

The Congress represented a very important moment of medical scientific divulgation of the clinical and genetic researches financed by the Association in the course of the years  as well as a meeting point for doctors, psychologists and operators involved in the assistance, care and re-habilitation of the children suffering rare genetic syndromes.

That important  convention, attended by Italian and foreign rapporteurs  and by 23 families coming from Italy, United States, Switzerland, France and Great Britain, was realized thanks to the economic support of many sponsors like Mariella Burani Fashion Group, Lions Club Canossa Val D'Enza, Lions Club Reggio Emilia Host, Play + Fittings for children, Landi Renzo, Fondazione Manodori, Planetario Group, Conad Albinea, Aura, Poledil, Sit, Romana Ice-creams.   A precious help in the organization was given also  by many other associations, groups, corporations and schools on the territory, in the detail: the dinners were offered by Social Club “L’orologio”, Canali Parish Church and Alpini Association of Reggio Emilia; the fitting of the playing room at Hotel Mercure Astoria was due to the help of Creativ Educare,  Direction of Infant School of Reggio Emilia (offerring some  coffee – breaks during the congress)  Casina dei Bimbi, Vip, Millesoli, Clown of Reggio Emilia Red Cross, Teachers’ Training  School Matilde di Canossa, Parish Church of Pratofontana; The Secretariat Service was managed by  Association of Italian Doctors’ Wifes and  transport free of charge of families from/to airport was due to the charitable availability of Alpini National Association and Auser Group of Reggio Emilia. 

The first day of congress was dedicated to  behaviour problems, relevant analysis and teaching of principles and techniques of communication on autistic persons or persons with learning delay; the second day was principally dedicated to medical-scientific subjects while the last day was dedicated to direct confrontation and discussion between doctors and families of the Association.
