SCIENTIFIC PROJECTS
With the end of the year 2008 also our triennial scientific projects ended: 
- GENETIC PROJECT ON MICROARRAY STUDY
- CLINICAL PROJECT
- DATA BASE PROJECT
On next January 13th the Board of  Directors  will meet the Scientific Committee and the Researchers for deciding how to develop the future activities.
The financed biennial  projects "STUDY  OF THE LANGUAGE" and "STUDY OF THE BEHAVIOUR PROBLEM" as well as the project of  "PSYCHOLOGICAL ASSISTANCE TO THE FAMILIES" will continue also in 2009.
PROJECT "BROTHER ON BOAT" 
The brothers of disabled persons are, by force, enjoying less attention, they are the less mentioned in literature and the less considered as regards interventions. In fact when speaking about "family" it generally means the parents and all activities relate to them. (the project). For 2009 the project "Brothers on boat" foresees two periods of navigation: the last week of August for the children of the secondary school and the first week of September for the boys of the high school. We have at present three adhesions from our families for children of the secondary school.
We are proceeding with the organization and from September weextended the initiative to all associations present on the national territory.

CONGRESS SIRM
On the occasion of the 6th National Congress of the Italian Society for the Study of the Mental Delay (Modena 11th - 12th - 13th December) Dr. Checchia and Dr. Martinelli presented the poster "THE BEHAVIOUR PROBLEM IS A MESSAGE" which gaigned the third place. 
The starting point of the presentation is based on the recognition of the six rights of any individual to receive an efficacious treatment, out of the seriousness of the disease and of the age of the subject:
1. The individual has  right to a therapeutic ambient.
2. The individual has right to services  having as aim the welfare of the individual.
3. The individual has right to  receive the treatment by a competent doctor.
4. The individual has right to enter programs teaching functionalabilities. 
5. The individual has right to receive a behaviour  evaluation and a continuous monitoring.
6. The individual has right to receive the more efficacious available treatments allowing the better quality of life.
Particular attention was reserved to the behaviours problem (Emerson, 2005) starting from their definition.
A destroying and/or dangerous behaviour for:
- the individual
- the others
- the ambient
- or that hampers the learning and the social interaction. 
Successively  it was analysed in the detail the  risk factors causing that (Sigafoos et al, 1995; Schroeder et al, 1978; Sturmey and Vernon, 2001), the different forms which can be assumed by the disabled subjects, the possible causes and pre-eisting causes.

INITIATIVES OF SOLIDARITY AND COLLABORATION
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	TRAINING FOR PARTNERS AND FAMILIES ON THE ABA THERAPY
Starting from the presupposition that the most of the behaviours problem evidentied in disabled subjects  subtend a message, it is necessary to change the common  vision which wants the pathology as the only cause, starting to think that sometimes it is the ambient same which maintains the behaviours problem. That new vision brings us to consider that by  managing the ambient it is possible to modify the behaviour. 
In collaboration with the Charity Services Center Dar Voce and the associations Casina Dei Bambini and Hemmaus, it is going to start a cycle of 6 specific training meetings  at the seat of Dar Voce  located in  Via Gorizia 49 - Reggio Emilia from 8.30 p.m. to10.30 p.m. as per the agenda reported herebelow.
Target of the training course is to introduce the volunteers to the theoric principles of the Behaviour Analysis and, through some exemplifying  exercises and situations, to help them in learning situations with problematic behaviours.
The course is addressed to the volunteers of associations taking care of disabled children / grown-up people independently from the type and  level of disability and /or difficulty. The agenda of the trainig course as follows: 
- 20th January 2009: the history of the knowledge-behaviour theories and principles.
- 3rd February 2009: the techniques.
- 17th February 2009: the teaching of communication.
- 3rd  March 2009: the functional analysis.  
- 17th March 2009: the behaviours problem. 
- 31st March 2009: the behaviours problem. 
Practical exercises will take place during all meetings.
RAPPORTEUR: Dr. Checchia Sara (Oscar Romero Society).
